How To File an Excise Tax Zero Shipment Report
(S, BN, C and ]J/]JD)

This document will provide guidance for submitting an excise tax report for zero shipments for
holders of

¢ Nonresident Seller's Permit (S)

¢ Nonresident Brewer’s License (BN)

e Carrier's Permit (C)

¢ Bonded Warehouse Permit (J/JD)

Businesses required to file excise tax reports must file their reports between the 1st and 15th of
the month, covering activity in the previous month. Because of this, you will typically be
selecting the previous month as the reporting period.

Online filing allows you to select a checkbox in the event you have no records to add.

e Click AIMS LOGIN when you're on the AIMS landing page.

Excise reports are due by the 15th of every month for the previous reporting period.
