How To File an Excise Tax Zero Shipment Report
(BB, BC, BW, BP, D, G, W, X and DS)

This document will provide guidance for submitting an excise tax report for zero shipments for
holders of:
e General Distributor’s License (BB) and Branch Distributor’s License (BC)
Brewer’s License (BW) and Brewpub License (BP)
Distiller's and Rectifier's Permit (D)
Winery Permit (G)
Wholesaler's Permit (W) and General Class B Wholesaler’'s Permit (X)
Out-of-State Winery Direct Shipper’s Permit (DS)

Businesses required to file excise tax reports must file their reports between the 1st and 15th of
the month, covering activity in the previous month.

Online filing allows you to select a checkbox in the event you have no records to add.
