The Texas Alcoholic Beverage Commission (TABC) brought this forfeiture action 

against G&M Watering Hole of Texas, Inc., d/b/a Buzza rd Roost Saloon (Res nd nt). TABC 

sought forfeiture of Respondent's conduct surety bond, alleging t at espondent had three or 

more adjudicated violations of the Texas A coholic Beverage J (Code) ince September 1, 

1995 . This Proposal for Decision ecorrunends forfeitu • of the C nduct surety bond.

TABC has jurisdiction over this matter und r TEX. ALeO, B EV. CODE A. '. (Code) ch. 5 

and § 11 .11(b)(2), and under 16 TEX. ADMIN. CODE (TAC) § 33.24. The Stare Office of 

Administrative Hearings (SO AH) has j ur is iction over all matte rs relating to conducting the 

hearing, including the preparation of a proposal for decisic n vith proposed findings of fact and 

conclusions of law, pursuant to TEX. GOy 'T CODE AN'N. ch . 2003 . 

On October 27, 2009, TABe issued its Notice of Hear ing to espondent , setting a 

hearing for November 17, 2009. The hearing ' ....as cont inued clue to a medica! condition of 

Respondent 's representative. The parties thereafter agreed to a hearing da te of January 12,2010. 

and Order No .3 set the hearing for that date and provided that the hearing would be conducted 

by telephone. 

Administrative Law J udge (A U ) Thomas H. Walston convened the hearing by telephone 

as scheduled on January 12, 2010, fr m the SOAH heari ng facilities in Austin . Staff attorneys 



Due ret No. 458-1 0- BJ1 PROP ~ L FOR !'ISJON P. 

Emily Helm and Matt Clark ap a rcd by te le phone and represented 'I ABC. Order No. 3 

instructed the parties to provide a telep hone number whee they could b reached for the hearing, 

but Respondent failed to provide a telephone number. T he ALJ called the two telephone 

numbers in the file for Respondent [(830) 7 >5-6830 and ( .lO) 765 -6857] hut received a 

recording for both, stating that they were no longer working numbers . Therefo re, the AU 

granted T ABC's request to proceed on a default bas is, an d the alleg l ions contained in the Notice 

of Hearing dated October 27, 2009, were de 'J1](:d admitted. 

I I. LEGAL ST.·\N I AR . ,' . lD I PP Ie. llLE LA\V 

TABC is authori zed under Code § I 1.1 I (b)(2) 10 require th permittee to forfeit the 

amount of a conduct surety bond on final adj ud ic ation th: t the perm it tee violated a provision of 

the Code. Pursuant to 16 TAC § 33 .24. the permi ttee must have been fina lly adjud icated to have 

committed three violations of the Code since- September I, 1995, for a forfe iture to occur. 

TABC must notify the permittee, in writing, of its int ent to seek forfe iture of the bond . The 

permittee may re quest a hearin g on whether rhc criteria for for feiture of the bond have been 

satisfied. The hearing is to be conducted in accordance with rhc , drn ini trat ive Procedure Act. 

SOAH' s rules at 1 TAC § 155.: 11 provide that if a party to who m noll ' o fhearing is 

served or provided fails to appear fo r hearin g, the AU m ay proceed in hal pan " . absence on a 

default basis. In the Proposal for Decision, the factual allegations listed in the notice of bearing 

are deemed admitted .

As mentioned, this matter proceeded on a default bu..is , and the al lega tio ns c ontained in 

the Notice of Hearing dated October 27, 2009 , ar e deemed adm itted . That No tice of Hearing 

alleged that, as o f A ugus t 5, 2009, Res sondent bad three or rn: re a j udica ted v iolations of the 

Code. It furtber alleged that, by having three or more adjudicated vio lat ions of the Code, 

Respondent violated Code § 1.11 and TABC Rule 33.24(i), for which Respondent must forfeit 

its conduct surety bond. cert ificate of deposit, or Jetter of ere it. As the se allegations have been 

deemed admitted, the conditions of J6 TAC § 33. 24 have been met, and Respondent 's bond 

should be forfeited .

a reference to the particular ections of the statutes and rul 'S in ol ve ; and a short, plain 
statement of the mailers asserted . 

7.	 The hearing scheduled for November i 7, 200_. w: s cominu d due to n medica l ndition 
of Respondent' s rcprcs n rive . Th part ies thereafte r agr d to a hea ' rig date of January 
12,20 10, and Order 1 0. 3 set the .1C ring Ior th t tl: at 10: 0 a. m. and pro vided tb t th 
hearing \ VOU d 1 ~ cond ucted by tcle] hone. Ord r No. 3 also i s truc ted the parties to 
provide a telep hon e nu nber where hey co u d b reached for the J caring, 

8.	 Adm inistrative Law Judge Thomas H. Walston onv ned tnt: hearing as scheduled by 
telephone on January 12, 2010, from the State ffi c f Adrninistra ti e Heari ngs 
(SOAH) hearing facilities in Austin. Sta ff a ttorneys Emily Heln an d Matt Clark 
appeared by telephone and represented TABC'. 

9.	 Respondent fai led to provide a telephone number as reg ir d y Order No. ". The ALl 
called the two te lephone numbers in the i k for Respondent l( 30) 765-6830 and (830) 
765-6857] but received a recording lo r both that they w -re no longer wor king n m ers. 
Th erefore, the ALI granted TABe's requ est to proceed on a default basis, and the 
allegations contained in the Notice of He ring dated cto (Or '27, 2009, were deemed 
admitted .
